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IN OSCEOLA COUNTY

Following the impacts of the Great Recession, Osceola County, Florida, decided to make a long-term
investment to create a 500-acre technology district, known as NeoCity, to diversify their economy. Since
then, Osceola County, the State of Florida, and their regional partners have invested over $300 million to
make NeoCity the hub to Central Florida’s burgeoning semiconductor industry. NeoCity’s anchor building,
the Center for NeoVation, consisting of a 36,000 square ft. clean room, is home to BRIDG, imec USA,
SkyWater Technology, SUSS MicroTech, and Tokyo Electron (TEL).

The site specializes in a form of semiconductor manufacturing called advanced packaging, which greatly
reduces microchips size, weight, and energy consumption, while increasing its durability. Think of a green
circuit board, with all the chips attached to it. Advanced packaging essentially removes the green circuit
board and attaches each component chip onto each other, like how individual building block pieces can be
stacked on top of each other to form a set. This next generation process fully integrates all the component
chips into a single, advanced packaged, chip. Currently, 98% of these advanced packaged, integrated
processes, are done in Asia, including China, where foreign adversaries can insert malicious processes
into these chips in a way that is not easily identifiable. We are dependent on Asia for these integrated
chips, and it is a national security issue. This onshoring capability ensures supply chain resilience,
reduces dependency on foreign adversaries, and protects critical technologies from geopolitical risks
and disruptions.




SEMICONDUCTOR 101

In today’s world, nearly every electronic device
we use, from smartphones to cars, relies on a key
technology: semiconductors. These tiny yet powerful
materials, combined with innovations in advanced
packaging, are the unsung heroes behind the screens,
circuits, and chips that make our devices work.

But what exactly are semiconductors, and why are
they so important? Let's explore the fundamentals
of semiconductors. We'll uncover how they work,
what they’re used in, and why they’re crucial not
just globally but also here in Osceola County, where
revolutionary semiconductor research is creating
opportunities for the future.

What Are Semiconductors?

Semiconductors are materials that have special
properties, allowing them to control the flow of
electricity. Unlike regular conductors (like copper)
that let electricity flow freely or insulators (like rubber)
that block it, semiconductors can control the flow
of electricity under certain conditions. This unique
ability, amplified by advanced packaging techniques,
makes them the backbone of modern electronics,
enabling everything from computers to smartphones.

What's the Difference Between Semiconductors
and Chips?

Although the terms ‘semiconductors’ and ‘chips’ are
often used interchangeably, they refer to different
things. Semiconductors are materials—like silicon—
that can conduct electricity under certain conditions.

Chips, on the other hand, are tiny pieces of technology
that contain semiconductor material. These chips,
also known as integrated circuits, are where the action
happens—they are packed with thousands or even
millions of tiny transistors that perform calculations
and process data.

In short, semiconductors are the materials, and chips
are the finished products that harness the power of
semiconductors to run your devices.

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BUILD BACK BETTER

Osceola County leads in innovation by being one of 21 regions in the country to win the Build Back Better
Regional Challenge (BBBRC). There were hundreds of applicants, but Osceola stood out and brought home
$50.8 million from the U.S. Department of Commerce’s Economic Development Administration. This marks
the first major U.S. investment in the nation’s microchip renaissance. And it's happening right here in Osceola
County.

This BBBRC funding is more than a win. It's a huge step in transforming Central Florida into a powerhouse
for semiconductor manufacturing. This support will enable NeoCity to elevate its benefits, creating a better
future that begins now.

What is the Build Back Better Regional Challenge?

The Build Back Better Regional Challenge is a $1 billion program from the Biden administration, designed
to boost economic growth across the country. This program continues to support industry clusters with the
power to transform local economies.

But the BBBRC was about more than just immediate economic gains. Its goal was to create high-paying jobs
and ensure everyone had a fair chance to succeed. Challenge winners received significant funding to start
projects that could reshape their communities. This program was a long-term investment, aimed at building
stronger economies that would help communities thrive for years to come.

Expansion of the
Osceola County owned Center for Neovation, an advanced
manufacturing semiconductor fabrication lab located in
NeoCity. Items include installation of a new 25,000 square
foot cleanroom and ultra-pure water treatment utility.

Purchase and installation
of seventeen advanced packaging tools for the Center of
Neovation.

Investment in new modeling and simulation
equipment to develop a real time digital reproduction (digital
twin) of the Center for Neovation and its production line,
increasing microchip reliability and productivity, lowering
maintenance costs, reducing risk, creating new business,
improving supply and delivery chain efficiency, and enabling
cross-discipline collaboration to foster innovation.

Establishing and scale a skills-based
workforce development strategy that develops a talent
pipeline by aligning education and training with the specific
skills demanded by the semiconductor industry. The project
leverages unique analytics to help the Cluster’s industry
partners and their ancillary industries recognize those skills in
candidates, particularly workers without traditional academic
credentials, like a bachelor’s degree, who may otherwise
be overlooked.

Orlando Economic Partnership, in
partnership with the Florida High Tech Corridor, is focused
on building an internationally recognized semiconductor
industry cluster that is globally competitive resulting in
significant contributions to Central Florida’s economy and
the United States’ economic and national security.

Establishing a formal governance structure tasked with
administering the grant, ensuring the attainment of targeted
outcomes, and a community engagement framework to
ensure the community’s voice is heard in the Coalition’s board
and to inform the community of the economic opportunities
associated with the projects.

SERVICES FOR OSCEOLA COUNTY CITIZENS!
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG)

Established in 1974, the CDBG program was designed to assist low to moderate income neighborhoods
and persons. Funding can be used for public infrastructure, public improvements, public facilities, public
services and economic development projects.

Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation:

Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program, funded through the CDBG program, helps eligible homeowners
repair and maintain their properties to ensure safe and livable conditions. The program provides financial
assistance for necessary home repairs, including but not limited to plumbing, electrical, roofing, and
HVAC systems. To qualify, applicants must meet income eligibility requirements, and the home must
be their primary residence. The goal of the program is to assist low- to moderate-income homeowners
in maintaining stable housing and improving the safety and quality of their homes. The scope of the
rehabilitation may not exceed $220,000 for replacements and $75,000 for repairs.

Eviction Prevention/Rental Program:
Through the CDBG Program, we can provide up to 3 months of emergency rental assistance for
individuals who have faced financial hardship but are now recovered, helping to prevent eviction.

Did You Know? The Osceola County Community Development Block Grant program averages helping
nearly 20 families per year with eviction prevention assistance!
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PURPOSE

Several years ago, the Board of County Commissioners instituted the Community Service Agency Grant

Program. These competitive grants are intended to provide funding to organizations providing services

that improve the quality of life for residents of Osceola County in at least one of the following ways:

e Providing a unique service that enhances the mental and physical health of residents;

e Providing a unique service that builds an educated and sustainable community;

e Providing a unique service that demonstrates the ability to assist a segment of the population
experiencing unemployment and homelessness, in order to develop skills that will support
sustainability.

Applications for the grant are received in the spring of each year. Additional details are available on the
website at www.osceola.org/agencies-departments/human-services/CSA-Grant-Application.stml.

Did You Know? During the past several years, the Osceola County Community Service Agency Grant
program has allocated more than $2,400,000 to support local non-profit agencies in Osceola County!

HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM (HOME)

The HOME program was created by the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 to provide decent
affordable housing to lower-income households, expand the capacity of the nonprofit housing providers,
and strengthen the ability of local governments to provide housing with the assistance of the private
sector.

Eligible programs include homeowner rehabilitation, homebuyer assistance, rental development in the
form of new construction or rehabilitation, and tenant based rental assistance. Osceola County has
prioritized rental development as its number one strategy to increase the availability of affordable rental
units.

HOMELESS SERVICES

As part of the regional Continuum of Care, Osceola County works closely with local and regional
partners to address the needs of families and individuals who are experiencing homelessness or at
risk of homelessness through a range of programs. We offer services that aid in obtaining permanent
housing through long and short-term rental assistance to secure safe and affordable housing.

In addition, we provide eviction prevention assistance aimed at helping families and individuals maintain
their housing stability after an unexpected hardship to avoid homelessness.

SECTION 8 HOUSING PROGRAM

WHAT IS OUR MISSION?

To provide affordable housing that is decent, safe and sanitary; To be stewards of public funds, and;
to serve all customers with respect. The Section 8 program provides assistance for low-income families
in the private rental market through the Housing Assistance Payment Program (HAP).

GOALS

e Expand the supply of assisted living

Improve the quality of assisted housing

Increase assisted housing choices

Promote self-sufficiency and asset development of assisted households
Ensure equal opportunity and affirmatively further fair housing

Program participants normally pay no more than 30% of monthly adjusted income towards rent and
utilities. The Housing Assistance Payment subsidizes the balance of the rent to the property owner.

Did You Know? Osceola County is assisting over 1,800 families with Section 8 housing assistance!
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| SOCIAL SERVICES/SENIOR SERVICES

The Social Services office administers contracts and allocates funding for programs mandated by the
State of Florida, and supports residence of the County through direct or indirect services provided by
community partners.

INDIGENT BURIAL AND CREMATION PROGRAM

This program provides for the cremation or burial of qualified indigent families and unclaimed deceased
persons who died within Osceola County boundaries. Indigent Direct Cremation is the preferred method
of disposition as per the adopted resolution. Assistance is provided only if there are no other resources
available.

Did You Know? Osceola County assists an average of more than 80 families each year with
cremation or burial assistance!

JUROR ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

In partnership with Park Place Behavioral Center, Jurors of Osceola County may access clinical treatment
services that provide expertise in evaluating Juror members who express experiencing PTSD and trauma-
related concerns after completing juror services. The services include Case Management, Mental Health
Counseling and other therapy as offered.

SENIOR EYEGLASS PRESCRIPTION PROGRAM

This program assists low-income uninsured seniors, 55 years of age and over, with the purchase of
prescribed eyeglasses once every two years.

Did You Know? Osceola County has provided nearly 400 seniors with eyeglasses!

FREE PRESCRIPTION DRUG DISCOUNT CARD

The card provides discounts on prescriptions or for a low-cost subscription, residence can access
discounted health and dental services. Residents with or without prescription coverage may benefit
from the card in cases where plans does not cover some of the medications. The discount card can be
utilized at any pharmacy in the area. Cards may be obtained at our office or print one from this web

Did You Know? Hundreds of Osceola County residents each year use the prescription discount card!

SENIOR DENTURES PROGRAM

In partnership with Osceola Community Health Services a new Mobile Unit will provide access to
insured and uninsured residents 55 years of age or older with the purchase of dentures. Services will
begin in November 2023 throughout Osceola County. A dental exam may be required.



STATE HOUSING INITIATIVE PROGRAM (SHIP)

The SHIP program has several strategies that assist very low- and low-income households with affordable
housing needs.

OWNER-OCCUPIED HOUSING REHABILITATION

Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program, funded through either the SHIP programs, helps eligible
homeowners repair and maintain their properties to ensure safe and livable conditions. The program
provides financial assistance for necessary home repairs, including but not limited to plumbing, electrical,
roofing, and HVAC systems. To qualify, applicants must meet income eligibility requirements, and the
home must be their primary residence. The goal of the program is to assist low- to moderate-income
homeowners in maintaining stable housing and improving the safety and quality of their homes. The
scope of the rehabilitation may not exceed $255,000 for replacements and $110,000 for repairs.

Did You Know? The Osceola County SHIP program has spent more than $615,000 assisting families
with rehab projects over the two years!

DOWN PAYMENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAM
The following pre-qualification must be met to qualify for the purchase assistance program:

e Complete a 8-hour First Time Homebuyers Education Course provided by HUD certified agency such
as the Osceola County Extension Services.
e Pre-qualify for a mortgage with one of Osceola County’s participating lenders.

Applicant must contribute at least $1,000 of personal funds toward the down payment/closing costs. The
single-family residence, townhouse or condominium must be located within Osceola County. Housing
that will require extensive rehabilitation is generally not considered for this program. Down payment
assistance is provided as a deferred payment loan that will be forgiven after a period during which the
applicant must reside in the home. If the home is refinanced, sold, transferred, or no longer occupied
by the owner, the unused portion of the assistance must be paid back to the program.

Did You Know? During 2023-2024, the County spent $700,000 in SHIP funds to assist families with
down payment assistance for the purchase of a home.

EVICTION PREVENTION/RENTAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

The SHIP Program offers eviction prevention assistance, rental security deposit assistance, and/or
rental subsidies up to $7500. To qualify for rental subsidies under the SHIP Program, applicants must
meet the definition of homeless or special needs and have an income at or below 50% of the Area
Median Income (AMI).
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VETERANS SERVICES

The mission of the Veteran’s Services Program is to provide comprehensive services to veterans, their
widows, and dependents, while obtaining the greatest possible benefits for our client base, without
regard to race, religion, national origin, age, sex, and physical or mental disabilities. Our Veterans
Services staff provide the one-on-one assistance necessary to help our local Veterans navigate the
system and gain access to the services they deserve.

INTRODUCCION A'NEOCITY =
DESARROLLO DE NEOCITY.

Tras el impacto de la Gran Recesion, el Condado Osceola, Florida, decidid realizar una inversién a largo
plazo para crear un distrito tecnoldgico de 202 hectareas, conocido como NeoCity, con el fin de diversificar
su economia. Desde entonces, el Condado Osceola, el estado de Florida y sus socios regionales han
invertido mas de 300 millones de ddlares para convertir a NeoCity en el centro de la floreciente industria
de semiconductores de Florida Central. El edificio principal de NeoCity, el Centro para NeoVation, que
consta de una sala limpia de 3,400 metros cuadrados, alberga a BRIDG, imec USA, SkyWater Technology,
SUSS MicroTech y Tokyo Electron (TEL).

Este proceso de nueva
generacion integra completamente todos los chips componentes en un Unico chip con empaquetado
avanzado. Actualmente, el 98% de estos procesos integrados con empaquetado avanzado se realizan en
Asia, incluida China, donde adversarios extranjeros pueden insertar procesos maliciosos en estos chips
en una manera dificil de identificar. Dependemos de Asia para estos chips integrados, y es un problema
de seguridad nacional.




INTRODUCCION A LOS
SEMICONDUCTORES

Establecido en 1974, el programa CDBG (por sus siglas en inglés) fue disefiado para ayudar a los
vecindarios y personas con ingresos bajos a moderados. Los fondos se pueden utilizar para infraestructura
publica, mejoras publicas, instalaciones publicas, servicios publicos y proyectos de desarrollo econdmico.

Rehabilitacion de Viviendas Ocupadas por sus Propietarios:

El Programa de Rehabilitacion de Viviendas Ocupadas por sus Propietarios, financiado a través del
programa CDBG, ayuda a los propietarios elegibles a reparar y mantener sus propiedades para
garantizar condiciones seguras y habitables. El programa brinda asistencia financiera para las
reparaciones necesarias en el hogar, que incluyen, entre otras, plomeria, electricidad, techos y sistemas
de calefaccion, ventilacion y aire acondicionado.
